They stated how incredibly grateful 
for the efforts being made to feed our neighbors, and they are 
very happy to help the community. They bid on the painting 
right from the start, and carried it through all 19 bids, until they 
won it at $11,000. As promised, Walters delivered the painting to 
the bidders personally.
